Founded in 1863, Brooklyn Historical Society (BHS) is dedicated to celebrating and
preserving the borough’s past, present and future. Located in the heart of Brooklyn
Heights, this landmark building features stained glass windows, soaring ceilings and
carved mahogany book shelves. Plan your wedding, Bar or Bat Mitzvah, cocktail
party, corporate holiday party, meeting, retreat or photo shoot and make it an event
to remember!

The Main Floor & Lobby

Soaring ceilings and ornately carved columns set the scene for cocktail parties up to
300 guests or seated dinners up to 150 guests.

The Othmer Library

This stunning library can seat up to 100 for dinner and host up to 175 for a stand up
cocktail party. The enchantment begins as guests enter the lobby and climb the
grand staircase. You and your guests will be surrounded by history. Rare books and
manuscripts include Walt Whitman’s Leaves of Grass and a copy of the Emancipation
Proclamation signed by Abraham Lincoln. Due to the rare and delicate nature of the
collection, red wine is not permitted in the library and guests are not allowed in the
Library’s stacks or balcony. Elevator access is available to the Library.

History Discovery Center

Located on the basement level of the building and adjacent to the Independence
Community Gallery, this room is an ideal space for lectures and meetings and can
accommodate up to 60 people.
